MISSIONARY COOPERATIVE COLLECTION – Next weekend, Father Michael Oguzu, MCCJ, a Comboni Missionary 
will be here to share with us his work, ministry and missionary experiences.  Father Michael was the fifth child of his parents; 
he was born in their village on the outskirts of Kampala, Uganda.  In the course of his seminary studies, Father Michael 
obtained a Bachelor Degree in Philosophy and another in Theology.  Following ordination in 2007, he went as a missionary 
among the Pokot people of Kenya in the parish of Amakuriat.  The parish covers 70 square miles, about 100 miles from the 
district hospital.  Comboni Sisters operate a parish dispensary, treating malaria, tuberculosis, prenatal care and children’s 
ailments.  Many parts of the parish can be reached only on foot.  Evangelization of the Pokot is quite challenging because of 
the nomadic culture of the people, the difficulty of their language and the level of illiteracy among them, and the devastation of 
cattle raids by neighboring people.  Your generous sacrifice makes it possible for the gospel to be carried to the ends of the 
earth.  Thank you.
